A small snowflake crocheted from cotton yarn 
This snowflake is crocheted from cotton yarn using a No. 3 crochet hook. It is approx. 6 cm high

and approx. 6 cm wide. Crochet the snowflake with a strap for hanging.

Snowflake
1:   5 ch, assembled into a circle with sl st in 

the first ch
2:    12 dc around the circle
3:    *6 ch, skip a stitch*
4:    3 dc around the ch-sp, 4 ch, 1 sl st around 

the same ch-sp, 20 ch, 1 sl st around the 
same ch-sp, 4 ch, 3 dc around the same 
ch-sp, *3 dc around the ch-sp, 4 ch, 1 sl st 
around the same ch-sp, 6 ch, 1 sl st around 
the same ch-sp, 4 ch, 3 dc around the same 
ch-sp*

Cut and secure the ends.

Snowflakes on battery-
powered LED lights  
Instead of 20 ch, crochet 6 ch and 
omit crocheting the hanging strap.
Crochet 20 snowflakes and attach 
them onto the
LED lights using glue.
